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1. Course Information:  Architectural Preservation ARS41T
ARS41T is one out of 4 semesters of Architectural Preservation. This class focuses on basic architectural drafting as well as Advanced AutoCAD. Students must maintain all printed material handed out during the school year in their PORTFOLIO, while keeping an organized notebook.  Course grades will be determined using a rubric rating system which will focus on examinations, projects, CCSS written tasks, class participation and perhaps group presentations.  Rubrics ratings will be posted in the classroom and attached to each graded project.  Further, as the year progresses, we will meet regularly to discuss your progress and grades.
2.  Materials/Requirements:
1. Notebook: Preferably standard-sized 8 ½ x 11 spiral notebook.

3.  Tests/Quizzes/Assignments*:
1. Announced and unannounced Exams will be given periodically.

2. A series of assignments will be assigned throughout the year.

*If you fail to turn in your required projects, you will receive a failing grade for that assignment.
4. Homework/Notebook Checks:
1. Homework will be assigned accordingly.

2. Notebooks should be maintained in an orderly fashion with all class notes and handouts organized.  This notebook will be graded at the end of each marking period.

6.  Classroom Procedures:
